- Mention Bien for an average above or equal to 14 and below 16

- Mention Assez Bien for an average greater than or equal to 12 and less than 14
- Passable for an average greater than or equal to 10 and less than 12

- Not admitted for an average of less than 10.

According to a choice made from a menu displayed
on the screen, we wish to calculate the sum or the product or the average or the minimum or the
maximum of these two numbers.

The menu should appear as follows:
